Paver Project Update
  To date we have approximately 147 pavers that will be engraved and installed in our paver project.  Here are the current plans for this project…
·  The pavers have been ordered and installation will begin this summer.  The project should be completed in September.
·  The design will consist of the engraved pavers, as well as blank pavers.

· The design chosen is called a Crosslet. The crosslet symbolizes the four directions (or four corners of the world) to which the Word of God was taken.  As you know, our patrons, St. Cyril and St. Methodius, did missionary work of conversion and are most noted for creating an alphabet for their writings, preparing liturgical books, and translating the Scriptures into the Slavic language.  Through their efforts, the Word of God spread to the Slavic nations and beyond; therefore, Fr. Andrew and the Anniversary Committee agreed that the Crosslet was a fitting design.
· The Crosslet will be installed in a way that the four crosses will be pointing North, South, East and West.
· In the area of this Crosslet, we also plan to recognize all of the pastors who have served our parish.  At this time we are looking at a combination marker/bench that will list all of the pastors and their years of service to the parish.
· The location of the Crosslet will be in the right lawn area.  As you walk down the sidewalk from the parking lot towards the center doors of St. Helen Hall, the paver project will be to the right of the sidewalk, and the grotto area is on the left of the sidewalk.
· There is also discussion to incorporate a flag pole in this area with proper lighting.  Perhaps parishioners would then have the opportunity to donate flags in honor of their family members who have served our country in the military.
So you see, Fr. Andrew and the Anniversary Committee is giving much thought and care to properly celebrate our Centennial and things are moving along right on schedule.  We will continue to give updates as our 100th Anniversary quickly approaches.
There is one final concern of the Anniversary Committee… now that the design plans are finalized and announced, what if someone regrets not having their family honored or their loved ones memorialized?  Therefore, the Anniversary Committee has decided to give our parishioners ONE FINAL OPPORTUNITY to participate.  An order form is printed on this back of this page.  Your order must be in the parish office by JUNE 30TH.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
Question:  Can someone add a paver to the design in the future?  Our paver installer says yes, however, there will be additional costs involved to come and remove a blank paver and replace it with an engraved one.  We do not have a price for this yet, but the cost will be considerably more than $70.00.
